miracles and teachings for our
reflection and guidance. The Word of
God in the Sacred Scriptures and the
Body and Blood of the Christ in the
Eucharist remain the staple of our
spiritual nourishment. Let us not
neglect the presence of the Lord in
these gifts, nor refuse his call to gather

as his family and be fed.
As we look ahead to the Fall and

to the new school year all-too-soon to
come, we recall with anticipation the
approach of the new English
translation of the Roman Missal.
This is the third edition of the Roman
Missal published since the Second
Vatican Council back in 1965. While
the new translation will not go into
effect in the Archdiocese of Seattle

until this coming Advent—
November 27, 2011—we will be
offering a variety of opportunities
and ways for our parishioners to
learn more about it and even to
experience it, duting the several
months leading up to Advent. In
particular, we will be having two
"practice Masses" wherein
parishioners can gather to celebrate
Mass using the new translation. The
dates scheduled for these "practice
Masses" are Saturday, September
10th, at 10:00 a.m., and Thursday,
September 15th, at 7:00 p.m.
Everyone is invited to come and get
a preliminary feel for the new
translation by participating in one or
both of these "practice Masses".
There will also be opportunities to
learn more about the new translation
through catechetical presentations
and through resources that will be
made available in our bulletin and on

our parish website.

It is important to understand
that the structure of the Mass is not
changing in anyway. The ritual
format of the Mass and the sequence
of its component parts will in no way
be altered. It is only the wording of
the prayers, acclamations, and
responses in English that will be
different—though the degree of
difference will vary depending on the
particular part of the Mass one is
dealing with. The changes in the
people's parts of the Mass—e.g., the
Gloria and the Creed—while
significant are relatively few in

number. People will easily be able to

recognize them as the prayers they
have always prayed, but a new
wording in each case will be

noticeable.

Basically, the new translation will
have a nobler and more formal style
of speech and will more clearly and
tangibly replicate certain Biblical
ways of speaking and turns of
phrase. In some cases, the actual
wording of the Biblical passage will
be duplicated in the text of the Mass.
In this way, the new translation will
restore the closer connection
between our liturgical prayer and the
Biblical roots of our Catholic faith.

The new translation will also
reflect, more cleatly, some of the
language and imagery employed by
the great Patristic figures of our
Catholic faith-Augustine, Athanasius,
Irenaeus, Ignatius, Cyril, etc. These
are the bishops and teachers of the
period after the original Apostles
(31d - 6th centuries), whose spiritual
and theological insight had such a
profound impact upon the shape and
character of our Catholic faith.

As we prepare to receive and to
begin familiarizing ourselves with the
new English translation of the
Roman Missal, we pray that the Holy
Spirit will guide us and help us to be
open to all that the new text will
offer us for the enrichment of our
prayer and the reverence of our

worship.

Starting in the Fall of 2011 and
continuing through the months
beyond, we will also be sharing with
the parish at large the results of the
ME-25 survey which we took back in
early March at the beginning of Lent.

The results of the ME-25 have come
back to us from the Gallup Institute.
By the time you read this—myself,
other members of the pastoral staff,
and some additional parish leaders
from MQP—will have attended a
day-long debriefing session with
representatives Gallup in regard to
our ME-25 results.

We have already scheduled
further sessions in June, wherein we
will begin exploring the results of the
survey with our wider parish staff
and parish leaders, especially our
recently-formed Engaged Church
Steering Committee. Additional
opportunities will be provided
through a variety of means so that
parishioners can find out about the
results of the ME-25 and what these
results have to tell us about fostering
deeper levels of spiritual engagement
at MQP.

These two projects—receiving
the new translation of the Roman
Missal and growing church
engagement—together with all the
usual activities and events at MQP,
make for an exciting year-to-come
for our parish; one that is filled with
great potential and promise for our
spiritual and communal growth as
people of faith, especially if we
approach these challenges with

openness and trust.

May the summer months be for
us all a time of encounter with the
Lord—whether at work or at play,

whether at home or away.

JUST MATTERS MODULE ON THE ENVIRONMENT AT MQP

Ten members of Mary, Queen of Peace
just completed “Faith Encounters the
Ecological Crisis”, an eight-week Just
Faith, Just Matters class. The class
examined the themes of Catholic Social
Teachings while learning about the
effects of climate change, the use of
energy, the fact that people (especially
in the USA) live beyond our needs and the eatth's
resources; that our life style, as we know it, is not
sustainable and we, as people of faith, need to clearly live
up to our values as Christians.

The class had guest speakers on the topics of tar
sands, nuclear power, military spending, and renewable
resources. Several sessions dealt with natural disasters and
the human inability to control nature. We learned about
food shortages and the unequal distribution of goods and
powet. We looked long and hard at the wotld's use of
energy, our dependence on oil, and our consumer based
economy which is built on throw-away goods. We learned
that we are in the midst of an ecological crisis that is
already changing the world we live in.

At times this was a difficult class to participate in as
we were challenged to look at our life styles and our
values; to take care of the environment as part of God's
creation; and to treat all of God's people as our neighbors.
In the end, through personal discernment, we were called
to answer the question: “What kind of human will we be,
as we go through the crisis?”

The class members were: Bob Breautigam, Marie
Kernie, Dick Franklin, Alicia Pelton, Steve Pelton, Robin
Kaminski, Maria Silvers, Colleen Buck, Howard Buck, and
Bob Hinckley. Zoltan Abraham was our MQP staff
liaison.

At the conclusion of this class, we wrote some
statements of what we believe and some ideas of what to
do next.

What We Believe

M We believe the earth and its creatures are created by
God; therefore, we are called to take care of it.

M We believe that all things in life are delicately
interconnected, whether we understand that
connection or not; therefore, it is up to us to preserve
the balance for all life on the planet.

M We believe it is everyone's responsibility to care for
the earth; therefore, we are called to live morally and
ethically.

M We believe that the earth and its resources belong to
everyone; therefore, we are called—despite and
because of our power—to share.

M We believe that there are not enough resoutces to
support a “western lifestyle”; therefore, we are called
to use our resources to innovate, change, and put into
action solutions that create a sustainable earth.

Our thoughts on what we can do to
support what we believe.

WHY WE ADORE JESUS IN THE EUCHARIST

Recently, I read
that only 50%
of Catholics

believe in the

AN
True Presence of Jesus in the blessed
sacrament. “In the most blessed
sacrament of the Eucharist the body
and blood, together with the soul
and divinity of our Lord Jesus Christ
and, therefore, the whole Christ is
truly, really, and substantially
contained.” This is from the Council
of Trent (1551) DS 1651 and copied
from the Catechism of the Catholic
Church on page 346.

On the next page you will find,
“The Council of Trent summarizes
the Catholic faith by declaring:
“Because Christ our Redeemer said
that it was truly his body that he was
offering under the species of bread,
it has always been the conviction of
the Church of God, and this holy
Council now declares again, that by
the consecration of the bread and

wine there takes place a change of
the whole substance of the bread
into the substance of the body of
Christ our Lord and of the whole
substance of the wine into the
substance of his blood. This change
the holy Catholic Church has
fittingly and properly called
transubstantiation.” Council of Trent
DS 1641

For me, when I drive by Mary,
Queen of Peace, I always say a short
prayer and acknowledge that Jesus is
physically, body, blood, soul and
divinity, true God and true man
present there hidden in the Holy
Eucharist. I do the same when 1
drive into the parking lot and while
in the church. I see with the eyes of
my soul and see in my mind Jesus as
he walked this earth and who is now
in Heaven and in the Blessed
Sacrament at Mary, Queen of Peace
Church with the Father and the Holy
Spirit.

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WHAT IS MQP DOING TO REDUCE ITS ENVIRONMENTAL FOOTPRINT

Pope Benedict's predecessor,
Pope John Paul 11, made important
environmental statements during his
long papacy, but Pope Benedict is
the first "green pope." Last year, the
Vatican installed solar panels on its
10,000-seat main auditorium
building, and it arranged to reforest
land in Hungary to offset Vatican
City's carbon emissions, making it
the world's first carbon-neutral state.
And, Pope Benedict has repeatedly
urged protection of the environment
and action against poverty in a

number of major addresses.

The Green movement, here in
Western Washington, is very main
stream. Most of us find ourselves
buying green products and recycling.
At work , we find ourselves in
environments surrounded by many
green or sustainable practices. While
you may not recognize it, Mary,
Queen of Peace goes to great effort
to do our patt to help protect and
promotes a sustainable ecosystem.
We are, in fact, not “Johnnies come
lately” having had a program in place
for the last nine+ years. Here is a

small list of some of the items that

we routinely do to support our green

program:

M Energy saving fluorescent lights
are used throughout the
building. We practice recycling
of the bulbs when they burn

out.

M Motion sensors (lighting
controls) are in all the south
lower level classrooms and are
considered as part of our
renovation planning when
minor construction is
completed. We have
programmable thermostats and
natural ventilation throughout

much of the facility.

M We have purchased green
cleaning supplies for the past

five years.

M Our paper towels and copy

paper have a recycled content.

M We recycle glass, aluminum,

papet, and cardboard.

M The furniture in the parish office
and many of the meeting spaces
is recycled from a previous

ownetr.

M Based on an energy audit, ceiling
fans were added in the social
hall, chapel, and parish office to
better circulate air and reduce

heating costs.

M Faxes are printed on the back of
“used” paper that has printing

M We consider green approaches

and we continue to explore new
options. We think that we have the
basics of a strong program that gets
stronger with each and every “Green
action” we take. The Facilities
Commission welcomes your input in

this area of concern to us all.

on one side. Used paper is cut
for “scratch” note paper. We
encourage everyone to print on
both sides of a piece of paper or
communicate motre with
electronic communications

rather than paper.

Carpooling is encouraged for
both parish and non-parish

events.

Desk top computers and
monitors are turned off each
evening. All our copiers and
other electronic equipment go
into a “sleep” mode when not
being used to reduce energy

COSts.

All landscaping is done and
maintained using “green”

options.

in all decisions made by the
Facilities Commission as well as
other Councils, Committees,

and Commissions at MQP.

She
spent last summer in northern
Ghana, checking out 19 boreholes
to see if they were still operational

were doing since the boreholes were
put in (very well). Since Mary, Queen
of Peace parishioners have been great
contributors to W.A.T.E.R., this was
great to hear. One unexpected part of
her stay in Ghana, while in one village
she was called upon to help deliver a
baby! Baby and mother and Courtney
are all doing finel

Rachel Emmick (daughter of
MQP parishioners) regaled us with
tales of working on health education
for the Peace Corps in Mali, West
Africa. She shared the strategies used
to work with local groups and
community members to get
“ownership” and “buy-in” to improve
health practices.
