
Dear People of Mary, Queen of 
Peace, 

This edition of our MQP 
Cornerstone finds us looking ahead 
to a new liturgical year, but also 
looking back in gratitude to the year 
that has recently drawn to a close, 
and more recently to the month of 
November that included several 
important occasions of prayer and 
celebration for our parish.  

November began with our yearly 
celebration of All Saints, on 
November 1stñthis year falling on a 
Sunday. There followed the 
Commemoration of All Souls on 
Monday, November 2nd, in which 
we prayed for all our departed loved 
ones and presented memorial crosses 
to those whose deceased family 
membersõ funerals were celebrated at 
MQP during the past year. Special 
thanks are offered to our Life Teen 
youth who helped to organize and 
host this celebration. 

The weekend of November 13th, 
14th, and 15th saw our first-ever 
Parish Feast Day celebrated in honor 
of our patroness, the Blessed Virgin 
Mary, Queen of Peace. This 
particular weekend was chosen for 
its proximity to November 11th, the 
date of the Churchõs feast known as 
the Patronage of Our Lady and 
included a variety of events and 
activities that reflected the richness 
and depth of our Catholic veneration 
of our Blessed Mother. Deserving of 
praise and thanks are the members 
of the feast day steering 
committeeñDebbie Moore 
(chairperson), Mike Perry, Colleen 
Evans, Alia Abboud, Mary Morgan, 
Soledad Filiberti, Joe Thomas, Gina 
Landicho-Wicks and Mary 
Emmickñwho shepherded this 
undertaking along for nearly a year, 
and whose many hours of planning 
and oversight produced such 
extraordinary results.  

The Friday evening movie-night 
saw over 100 parishioners who 
gathered to watch the Oscar-winning 
film, The Song of Bernadette, which 
told the story of (Saint) Bernadette 
Soubirous, to whom the Blessed 
Virgin Mary appeared at Lourdes, 
France, identifying herself as the 
Immaculate Conception. The 
engaging quality of the film was 
evidenced by that fact, despite its 
length of two hours and 36 minutes, 
everyone stayed engrossed and 
engaged in its dramañeven the little 
children who were present. Thanks 
goes out to Mary Morgan and those 

who assisted her, for organizing this 
entertaining, inspiring, and 
educational event. 

Saturday evening, November 
14th, included both a special Mass in 
honor of the Blessed Virgin Mary, 
Queen of Peace, as well as a fantastic 
dinner in our social hall attended by 
nearly 200 people. It also included 
the display of a multitude of Marian 
imagesñstatues, paintings, icons, 
tapestries, medallions, and cameosñ
from around the world and 
throughout history, representing the 
rich variety of spiritual and cultural 
devotions to Mary in the Catholic 
Church. Many individuals and a 
number of groups deserve thanks for 
all that took place this day. We say 
thank you to everyone who helped 
plan and prepare the liturgyñthe 
special Feast Day choir under the 
leadership of David Yackley, the Art 
& Environment Committee and the 
Liturgy Commissionñand to Mary 
Pat OõNeil, Duane Kitna, and the 
Social Life Committee for the 
delicious dinner. Likewise deserving 
of thanks is Soledad Filiberti, who 
took the lead in organizing the 
display of the Marian images, as are 
all who contributed the many images 
themselves. We also thank the 
individuals, who assisted with 
General Intercessions, at the Mass, 
by praying each of the petitions in 
their native languageñVietnamese, 
Lebanese, Spanish, Malay, Uribe 
(African dialect) Japanese, Tagalog 
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(Filippino) and Polish. 

All our Masses on Sunday, 
November 15th, were again 
celebrated in honor of the Blessed 
Virgin Mary, with the whole 
weekend being capped off with the 
praying of a Living Rosary. Fifty-
nine parishioners, representing the 
individual beads of the rosary, were 
joined by another 50 or so 
parishioners and friends, as together 
we prayed the five Glorious 
Mysteries. The Hail Marys and the 
Our Fathers were prayed by the 
children, youth, and adults in a 
variety of different languagesñ
Vietnamese, Lebanese, Spanish, 
Italian, Chinese, Chamorro, Polish, 
Tagalog and Englishñreflecting the 
cultural and ethnic diversity that is 
such a growing aspect of our parishõs 
make up. Colleen Evans and Alia 
Abboud took the lead in organizing 
this event, together with the MQP 
Rosary Making Ministry, whose 
nimble fingers and generous hearts 
produced the gift of the blue 
signature rosaries ,which were given 
out to all who attended the movie, 
the dinner, or the Living Rosary.  

For me, as pastor, the most 
gratifying aspect of these November 
celebrationsñAll Saints, All Souls, 
and our Marian Feast Dayñwas 
realizing the great gift that all these 
many and various persons are to us 
as signs of Godõs goodness and love. 
The saints, the greatest of which is 
our Blessed Mother, and all our 
departed loved ones are those upon 
whose shoulders we stand. Their 
labors and sacrifices are means 
through which we have received the 
blessings of God that come to us in 
Christ. It is in these personalities, 
drawn from every race and culture, 
reflecting every age and standing, 
that we see embodied the life of 
faithful stewardship that is the calling 
of every follower of Jesus.   

It was in our feast day 

celebration, especially, that I saw this 
same reality unfolding right before 
my eyes through all the various ways 
in which so many people contributed 
to its successñits beauty, its joy, its 
prayerfulness, and its festive 
character. The entire weekend was a 
living example of faithful 
stewardship at its best, as a multitude 
of parishioners gave of themselves to 
express their gratitude and praise to 
God for our patronessñthe Blessed 

Virgin Mary. Our three-day 
celebration was much more than the 
mere sum of its parts. It reflected 
both the rich ethnic and cultural 
diversity of our parish, but also the 
deep and enduring bond of faith that 
unites us as one family in Christ. In 
honoring our Blessed Mother, we 
recalled the great example she gives 
us of stewardship, as she herself 
accepts Godõs gift in gratitude and 
trust, nurtures, and cares for that gift 

responsibly; shares the gift with 
others in love; and returns the gift to 
God with increase. 

Each fall, our parish takes time 
to prayerfully and intentionally 
recommit ourselves to the practice 
of Christian stewardship as a way of 
life. In the early fall, we focus on 
stewardship of our time and talent. 
In the late fall, we turn our attention 
to stewardship of treasure. While we 
focus on these aspects of 
stewardship at different times and in 
different ways, we recognize that 
they are intimately connected as 
different facets of one overall 
response of faith in Christ and of 
gratitude to God. It is my hope and 
prayer that our celebration in honor 
of the Blessed Virgin Mary may help 
us to realize more deeply the joy and 
blessing of stewardship itselfñits 
goodness, its rightness, its power to 
enrich and enliven us spiritually. Our 
feast day celebration shows us what 
is possible, when we practice 
stewardship of time, talent, and 
treasureñnot as a payment of labor, 
hours, and moneyñbut as an 
expression of our faith made with 
heartfelt gratitude and sincere praise. 
When everyone pitches in, the 
results help us to know the truth of 
Jesusõ words, òGive and it shall be 
given to you. A full measure, pressed 
down, shaken together and running 
over, they will pour into the fold of 
your garment. For the measure with 
which you measure shall in turn be 
measured back to you.ó  

In honoring the Blessed Virgin 
Mary, our Queen of Peace, we recall 
with gratitude what an exemplar of 
stewardship she is for us. We also 
recall the teaching of Pope Pius XII, 
who reminded us that we honor our 
Blessed Mother best, not so much by 
placing flowers before her statue, but 
even more so by imitating her 
example of faith and love.
